1.1 TITLE: EMERGENCY MEDICAL SUPPLIES AND EQUIPMENT       
 
1.2 SCHEDULE NO: 150-02   

 
1.3 CONTRACT TERM: 03/01/2011 to 02/29/2012 (“Initial Term”), with an option to renew 

for up to three (3) additional one (1) year periods, (“the Renewal Term”) exercisable, at the 
City’s sole discretion, as of the expiration of the Initial Term or then current Renewal 
term.  The City may, at its sole discretion, renew the contract for up to three (3) months at 
the beginning of each renewal period(s) (the “Additional Performance Period”), if a decision 
has been made not to renew the contract for an entire year.  
 
1.3.1  The City shall exercise such sole option to renew the Contract Term by 

  issuing a letter (the “Renewal Notice”) notifying the Contractor that the 
Contract is renewed for the Renewal Term or Additional Performance Period 
(identified by commencement and termination dates) that is specified in the 
Renewal Notice.  The Contract shall be deemed to be renewed for such 
Renewal Term or Additional Performance Period, and Contractor shall be 
obligated to perform all terms and conditions of the Contract throughout such 
Renewal Term or Additional Performance Period, as of the effective date 
indicated on the City’s Renewal Notice, whether or not Contractor has agreed, 
verbally or in writing, to such renewal of the Contract term.  

  
 1.3.2 If an individual Performance Bond and/or Payment Bond is required under 

this Invitation and Bid, such bond(s) shall be and remain in full force and 
effect throughout the Initial Term, all Renewal Terms, any Additional 
Performance Period, and the period of any unexpired warranty provided or 
required under the Contract, without notice of Contract renewal by the City to 
the surety or the consent of the surety thereto.  It is the sole responsibility of 
the Contractor to ensure that such bond(s) remain in full force and effect as 
provided in this Section, and failure to do so shall be an event of default 
pursuant to Section 19, Default, of the attached Terms and Conditions of 
Bidding and Contract.

1.4 CONTRACT TYPE:   REQUIREMENTS  
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1.4.1   The following items are required in the operation of various City agencies as 

ordered.  Exact quantities cannot now be determined but estimates thereof 
are listed herein. Quantities listed may be increased or decreased to meet the 
requirements of the City during the period of this contract.  A minimum is not 
guaranteed.  Purchase orders issued as a result of this bid will be for 
materials or services to be delivered generally on an as-needed basis.  
Successful bidders are cautioned not to deliver any materials or services 
without first being advised to do so by the ordering agency. 

 
1.4.2 It is the intent of the Procurement Department to make an award for the 

period as stated above subject to the appropriation of funds in succeeding 
fiscal year/years by City Council.  The City’s fiscal year is from July 1st to 
June 30th inclusive. 

 
 Commodities or services on the bid to be ordered after the end of the fiscal 

year are subject to the issuance of purchase orders for the following fiscal 
years.  The City is not liable for the award involving following fiscal years’ 
funds until such orders are issued. 
 
The successful bidder(s) obligation to deliver on such purchase orders shall 
not take effect until the orders are issued.  To simplify the contract procedure, 
however, the successful vendor will be required to furnish a Performance 
Bond or Performance Security Fee to cover units awarded to him. 
 

1.5 METHODOLOGY OF ACQUISITION:  PURCHASE only. 
 
1.6 STATEMENT OF DIRECTION: 

It is the intent of the City of Philadelphia to make an award for Emergency Medical 
Supplies and Equipment for the various City agencies and departments as specified 
herein during the contract period. 

 
1.7 BID SECURITY  
 

1.7.1 For the purpose of this bid only. Paragraph 2 of the attached “Terms and  
Conditions of Bidding” is hereby deleted. Instead, bidders must submit with 
their bid a Bid Bond executed on the attached City Bid Bond Form in the 
amount of 10% of the bidder’s bid. 
 

1.8 BID INFORMATION: 
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 1.8.1 All information concerning this bid will be contained in this bid document as 
  issued or amended. 

 
1.8.2 Information provided verbally by any City official shall not be binding or  
 relevant. 
 

1.9 BID SUBMISSION: 
 
 1.9.1 Bid information must be submitted to the City of Philadelphia no later than

1.9.2 Advertised sealed bids will be received and read publicly at 10:30 AM in Room 
#170A, 1st Floor, Municipal Services Building, 1401 JFK Boulevard. 

 
1.9.3 Bid should be complete and include ALL information required as described in 

the various paragraphs of the bid specifications. 
 

1.9.4 All pricing must be completed on the forms provided; be complete; and be in 
 ink or typed. 

 
1.9.5 Pricing will be made available electronically in a Microsoft Excel spreadsheet. 

Format shall include line item number, manufacture’s SKU, description, unit 
of measure, quantity list price and bid price. This is in addition to completing 
Section 5, “Pricing” of this Invitation and Bid. 

 
1.9.6 Bidders are required to submit with their bid three (3) copies of their 

Commercial Full Color “In-House” Catalog that will be used if awarded a 
contract as a result of this Invitation and Bid. 

 
1.9.7 The bid must be complete as to required bid signatures and corporate seal, 

and fully accept the terms and conditions contained in the bid.  
 
1.9.8 BID PROCESSING FEE: 

For the purposes of this bid only, Paragraph 3 of the “Terms and Conditions 
of Bidding” is deleted. Instead, bidders must submit with their bid a non-
refundable check or money order payable to the City of Philadelphia in the 
amount of $200.00 to cover the bid processing fee. Failure to submit the bid 
processing fee may result in disqualification from bidding. 

 1.9.9 In accordance with the City of Philadelphia's Regulations Relating to Local 
Bidding Preferences for Procurement Contracts, this bid may be subject to a 
5% local bid preference.  In order to determine eligibility to receive the 5% 
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preference, if applicable, bidder or subcontractor must be certified at the 
time of the bid opening and must submit with the bid the Local Business 
Entity Certification number as issued by the Procurement Department for 
the prime contractor or the applicable subcontractor.  If the prime relies upon 
its subcontractor’s LBE status in order to be eligible for the preference, the 
name and certification number of the subcontractor must be submitted with 
the bid.

1.11 BUSINESS TO BUSINESS INTERNET SITE ORDERING REQUIREMENT 
 
 1.11.1 Bidder must have the capability to supply the City of Philadelphia with active 

Business-to-Business (B2B) Internet Site (The Site) ordering. 
 
 1.11.2 Bidders must have the necessary in-house Information Technology staff and 

capability to customize/modify The Site within 48 hours.  City Departments 
will have a liaison for Bidder’s Information Technology staff to contact for 
changes to The Site. 

 
 1.11.3 In-house Information Technology staff/support shall be free of cost to the City. 
 
 1.11.4 Bidder shall provide the ability for users to order through The Site for the City’s  

Departments.  The Site, as described below, shall be fully operational prior to 
award, otherwise, vendor will be subject to contract default. 

 
 1.11.5 The Site shall be free of cost to the City. 
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 1.11.6 The Site shall accept a purchase using a City purchase order number. 
 
 1.11.7 All items shall show the City’s contracted price. 
 
 1.11.8 The Site shall contain a “search engine”.  Results returned from a user-initiated 

search must show common use items before non-common use items. 
  
 1.11.9 All fields on the Site shall be customizable so that the City’s ordering agencies 

may see the City’s terminology in place of generic language 
 
 1.11.10 All fields on the Site shall be able to be customized so that field input may be 

mandatory or certain fields  may be deleted completely as required by the City’s 
administrative personnel. 

 
 1.11.11 The Site shall allow for electronic customer support between the Site user and 

the awarded bidder’s customer service at the time of award. 
 
 1.11.12 The Site shall allow for searches by contract items. 
 
 1.11.13 The Site shall allow for sending of e-mail confirmations of orders to the City 

Department user with order confirmation number. 
 
 1.11.14 The Site shall allow for “browsing” and not necessarily having to place an order. 
 
 1.11.15 Common used contracted items on the Site must be highlighted in some 

fashion as to distinguish them from non-common use items. 
 
 1.11.16 At least 24 months of order history must be available on the Site for viewing 

and query.  All fields on the Site shall be able to be queried based on any 
parameter, by City ordering agency and exported to Microsoft Excel. 

 
 1.11.17 The status of every order must be available for viewing with an inquiry on the 

Site. 
 
 1.11.18  Training shall be provided at no additional cost to the City Department 

employees as required for use of the Site. 
 
 1.11.19 The Site shall allow the City to identify items and categories of items that may 

not be purchased by City ordering personnel through the Site. 
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1.11.20 The Site shall allow for multiple “site to” destinations for each user of the 
 Site. 
 
1.11.21 Site should be able to provide internal inventory tracking through 

requisitioning or transferring from one “area” to another “area”. 
 
1.11.22 Site will have user-defined security password protection for multiple users 

and locations. 
 
1.11.23 Barcode scanning, printed listing and labels with advanced barcode interfaces 

(including physical counts, order entry, usage data). 
 
1.11.24 Site should have multi-level authorization of purchase orders. 
 
1.11.25  Site should be able to generate auto-replenishment Invoices. 
 
1.11.26 Should be capable to set minimum and maximum levels at individual 

locations. 
 
1.11.27 Ability to have multiple vendor and multi-vendor priority assignments to 

single sku. 
 
1.11.28   Ability to produce purchase orders/invoices for multiple locations with 

makings for that location. 
 
1.11.29 Should produce physical inventory and cycle count reporting, 

department/location specific usage tracking and expense reporting. 
 

 1.11.30  Ability for data upload (import)/Extrication (export) utilities in Excel 
Spreedsheets. 

 
 1.11.31 Site will have electronic data interchange and “Auto-fax” interfaces. 
 
 1.11.32 Should have asset tracking program designed to track equipment (i.e., 

defibrillators, narcotics, stairchairs, stretchers, etc.) 
 
 1.11.33   Will have an extensive on-line help (including on-line, step-by-step video 

demonstration of all applications). 
 
 1.11.34 Site should be able to perform mild to moderate accounting functions (ex. 

Operational analysis). 
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 1.11.35 Site will be available 24 hours per day, 7 days a week. 
 
 1.11.36 Bidder will validate site by providing evidence of an operable system for a 

minimum of one year with a minimum of 10 emergency, pre-hospital 
providers that have multiple locations. Listing to include name and location of 
service and start date. Specific user contact information will be provided on 
request of the City.  

 
 1.11.37 Successful Bidder will provide the Philadelphia Fire Department only with 

three of any of the combination of the Panasonic “Toughbook-19” Mark V 
laptop, Blackberry “Playbook”, or Apple “I-pad”  with wireless internet access 
for field ordering for 100 locations.  Devices will be the property of the 
Successful bidder.  Successful bidder will provide no more than three devices 
per year due to damage, theft, and/or loss by PFD.  Laptop will have Windows 
7 Professional, Windows Office 2010, and antivirus/spyware/firewall software 
install at no cost to the City.  Successful bidder is responsible for software 
and hardware upgrades.  Successful bidder will provide suitable loaner in the 
event a laptop is not available for immediate replacement. 

 
1.12 DISASTER RESPONSE 

Bidders to provide in case of a City or FEMA declared disaster in The City of Philadelphia, 
disaster relief within 24 hours to the PFD.  Disaster Relief will depend on the level of 
emergency. The levels will be three tiered and determined by the Philadelphia Fire 
Department. Items will not be limited to the tiered items.  Pricing of any item will not 
exceed contracted prices in Section 5.  Bidders must understand that payment may be 
delayed due to the level of disaster.  Payments could come from the City, FEMA or a 
combination of both.  Bidders will attach to the bid how they will provide and deliver 
disaster relief and how they expect compensation.

2.1 EMERGENCY MEDICAL SUPPLIES AND EQUIPMENT 
 

Successful vendor shall be required to supply the City of Philadelphia’s Fire Department 
with Emergency Medical Supplies as described and listed in Sections 2 and 5 of this 
Invitation and Bid. 
 
2.1.1 Bidder must have the capability to supply the City of Philadelphia with active 

B2B Internet ordering.  
 
2.1.2 Bidders to provide in case of a City or FEMA declared disaster in Philadelphia, 

disaster relief within 24 hours to the Philadelphia Fire Department. 
 
2.2 General  
 
 2.2.1 New Items 
  All items furnished must be of current manufacturer and be newly 

 manufactured.  All supplies shall be delivered by the successful bidder to the  
  locations and person(s) specified by the City of Philadelphia. 
 2.2.2 Customer Support 

 Successful bidder must assign an internal customer account team, dedicated 
to servicing the City of Philadelphia. The successful bidder is also encouraged 
to assign a sales representative to meet with The Philadelphia Fire 
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Department.  A representative from the customer service account team shall 
respond to all inquiries, within a forty-eight (48) hour period. 

 
2.2.3 Successful bidder must provide a contact list of the customer account and 

support team. The list is to contain the persons’ responsibility, phone 
number, e-mail address, and times of availability. Someone on the customer 
support/account team is to be available 24 hours per day, 7 days per week. 

 
2.2.4 Successful bidder can not add, remove, substitute, or otherwise make any 

changes to the lists of items contained in Section 5, without the prior written 
consent of the City. 

 
2.2.5 Successful bidder cannot make any changes to the B2B internet site items or 

fields without 48 hour notification to Philadelphia Fire Department. 
 

2.2.6 The City of Philadelphia will not pay for any items not covered by this 
contract.

2.3.1.1 This part consists of those Emergency Medical Supplies most 
commonly used and most frequently ordered by the City, 
specifically the Fire Department, EMS Division.    
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2.3.1.2 These items are listed in Paragraph 5.1.  Estimated quantities for 
the Initial Term of the Contract Period quantities previous years 
and projections.   

 
2.3.1.2 For all items, bidders must quote only on Brand name 

manufactured items listed in their Commercial “In-House" 
catalog/B2B Internet Site. No exceptions/substitutions will be 
permitted.  

 
  2.3.1.3 The price quoted to the City cannot be greater than if items were 

purchased from the bidder's "In-House" catalog/B2B using the 
discount as stated in Section 5. 

 
    Note:  During the Initial Term of the Contract Period and 

any subsequent Renewal Terms, the City reserves the 
right to add, delete or change items in the "Pricing 
Section."

 2.5.3 All catalogs furnished will be at no additional charge to the City of 

Philadelphia. 
 
2.6 DELIVERIES 
  
 2.6.1 Bidders shall not deliver any items without a City of Philadelphia purchase 

 order number or petty cash order number.   
 
 2.6.2   City ordering agencies/departments shall, on a specific order, be able to  

  request shipments to one location and have shipments to that location be 
  boxed and marked for a particular Agency location or individuals. 

 
2.6.3 Successful bidder must provide to the address and specific person listed on 

the ordering form (desktop delivery) within one (1) working day after receipt of 
order, if placed by 4pm EST, with a 95% fill rate. 

 
2.6.4         Order number will appear on the shipping label and any other information the

B. Any problems with compliance to specifications of this contract. 

 
C. Any changes affecting the form, fit, function, or compliance of the product. 
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D. All production delays, discontinued production of products, or 
manufacturer/supplier production changes as soon as the Bidder is notified. 

 
 E. All recalls of a product. 

 
F. If because of mal-performance or failure, the product, or any parts or of the 

product is redesigned to eliminate said mal-performance or failure. 
 
2.11 PACKAGING

The City of Philadelphia’s Procurement Department 
will review all items and pricing. If an award is made as a result of this 
Invitation and Bid, an award will include Section 5.1 (Extended Total) and 
Section 5.2 (Discounted Catalog Item). 

 
3.2.4 Bidder must be able to provide business to business internet ordering and

SECTION 4:  CONTRACT MANAGEMENT 
 
4.1 CITY OF PHILADELPHIA RESPONSIBILITY: 
  

4.1.1 City agencies will be notified by Procurement of award(s) and will be provided 
with vendor(s), vendor contact(s) and applicable pricing.  Departments will 
prepare and submit through the appropriate review channels, a requisition 
detailing their specific needs and requirements to Procurement.  The 
Procurement Department shall then apply the requisition against the contract 
and issue a purchase order. 

 
  Order Against Contracts 

Subsequent to contract conformance of a Requirements bid, purchase orders 
will be issued at such time that the product and/or service is needed.  Such 
purchase orders will show if delivery is to be made upon receipt of order, or 
only after notification by the using department. 

 
 4.1.2 Invoices shall be submitted after delivery and acceptance of the product or 

service by the City. The City attempts to process invoices in a timely manner.  
Delays can occur because of incomplete or inaccurate invoicing information.  
Please make sure that invoices contain the following information to help the 
City process payments to the Contractor as quickly as possible. 
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(a) After the delivery or services have been completed the Contractor must 

submit three (3) copies of the invoice for payment to the receiving 
department listed on the purchase order.

4.1.4 ADD-ONS:       
The City reserves the right to add, delete and/or acquire products/services 
that the vendor can supply that are similar to, but not specifically called for in 
this bid.  The procedure for such acquisitions shall be as follows: 

 Procurement or the using department will obtain from the Vendor a letter (on 
his/her letterhead) verifying the items to be added.  The letter shall include 
the complete description of the item, the location (if applicable), the bid 
number bid schedule number, the price to the City and the applicable 
contract period; and upon receipt and approval by the Procurement 
Department shall automatically become part of the contract.  The City, 
however, reserves the right to accept or reject the letter and to acquire 
the supplies or materials in the open market.   
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4.1.5  MATERIALS TESTING:

authorized document from the Procurement Department.  All orders must be 
in writing.  Contractor shall not accept verbal delivery requests until after 
receipt of purchase order or other authorizing document from Procurement.

prices quoted in the contract and that are reflected on a purchase order or a 
change to a purchase order (a change to a purchase order is issued whenever 
the items, unit price, total amount, or terms and conditions change from the 
original purchase order). 

 
4.2.3 Contractors may deliver products or equipment (as applicable) up to the 

dollar limit of the purchase order and for the period shown on the purchase 
order.  Contractors are requested to carefully monitor obligations against 
purchase orders and inform the departments of anticipated funding 
shortfalls. In no event shall vendor deliver material if sufficient funds are not 
available on the purchase order unless authorized by the Procurement 
Department. 
 

4.2.4 DELIVERY:

4.2.5 In the event that the contractor receives an order for products, services or 

equipment not specifically priced and incorporated into the contract, they 
must:

4.3 PRICE INCREASE OR DECREASE: 

 
Contractor shall provide Emergency Medical Supplies and Equipment at the prices set 
forth in Section 5 for a period of twelve (12) months; thereafter, the contract may be 
renewed under the terms and conditions of this agreement at the sole option of the City 
on an annual basis for up to three (3) additional one (1) year period(s).  Contractor may 
increase prices for future renewal periods provided that: 

 
Notice of price increases must be received, in writing, by the City at least sixty (60) days 
prior to the expiration of each contract period in order for price increase to be effective as 
of the first day of the renewal period.  Price increase letter shall be sent to the Buyer in 
Room 120 Municipal Services Building, 1401 JFK Blvd., Philadelphia, PA 19102, 
referencing bid number, contract number, period and showing item(s) description and 
applicable pricing.  Failure to notify the City within this sixty (60) day time frame shall 
result in the following: 
 
the effective date of the price increase shall be sixty (60) days from the receipt of the price 
increase letter by the City; 

or 
 

if the letter is not received before the last day of the contract period, the prices for the 
renewal period shall be the same as the prices for the previous contract period. 

 
For each renewal period the price increase and/or decrease shall be based upon the 
percent (%) change in the Index for All Urban Consumers – Philadelphia of the Consumer 
Price Index as published by the U.S. Department of Labor, Bureau of Labor Statistics and 
as indicated by the Mid-Atlantic CPI Announcement for December of the applicable year 
of the renewal.  
 
In no event shall the price increase exceed 4% in any renewal period.  The increase shall 
reflect the change to the CPI or the 4% cap, whichever is less.

1. PREPARATION AND SUBMISSION OF BID. 
All bids must be written in ink or typewritten and made 
on the forms issued and signed in ink by a person with 
legal authority to bind the bidder. The contract awarded 
hereunder shall consist of the Invitation and Bid, , all 
addenda thereto issued by the City, all exhibits and 
attachments issued and/or accepted by the City and 
these Terms and Conditions of Bidding and Contract 
(the “Contract”). It is the sole responsibility of the bidder 
to ensure that it has received any and all addenda and 
the Procurement Commissioner  may in his/her sole 
discretion reject any bid for which all addenda have not 
been executed and returned in accordance with the 
instructions provided therein.

The bidder agrees that in the event of such 
cancellation, it shall not have any claim against the City, 
including any claim for breach of contract or of any 
other legal duty, or for lost profits, costs, damages, or 
expenses of any kind. 

 
14.  PERFORMANCE SECURITY. The City of 
Philadelphia requires performance security for contracts 
greater than $30,000. If the amount of the contract to 
be awarded is greater than $30,000 but less than or 
equal to $500,000, the successful bidder is required to 
participate in the City’s Master Performance Security 
Program by paying to the City a non-refundable fee of 
$5.00 per thousand dollars of the contract amount for 
firm limit contracts and $4.00 per thousand dollars of 
the contract amount for requirements contracts, or as 
otherwise specified. If the amount of the contract to be 
awarded is in excess of $500,000 the successful bidder 
is required to furnish an individual performance bond, 
issued by a surety approved by the City on a form 
prepared by the City’s Law Department and in the 
amount specified in the notice of contract award.  The 
successful bidder is also required to pay a bond 
preparation fee to the City’s Law Department in an 
amount prescribed by Chapter 17-700 of The 
Philadelphia Code; a schedule of such fees may be 
obtained from the Procurement Department’s Public 
Information Office. 
 
 
15.  INSURANCE.  Unless otherwise specified, the 
successful bidder (referred to in this Section as 
“Contractor”) shall, at its sole cost and expense, 
procure and maintain in full force and effect, during the 
entire period of the Contract (including any applicable 
warranty and/or renewal periods), the minimum types of 
insurance specified below.  All insurance shall be 
procured from reputable insurers authorized to do 
business in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania and 
shall be acceptable to the City.  All insurance required 
herein shall be written on an “occurrence” basis and not 
a “claims-made” basis.  The City of Philadelphia, its 
officers, employees, and agents are to be named as 
additional insured on all policies required hereunder, 
except the Workers’ Compensation and Employers’ 
Liability.  Also, an endorsement is required stating that 
the coverage afforded these parties as additional 
insured will be primary to any other coverage available 
to them.  The City’s coverage as an additional insured 
shall be primary coverage.  The insurance shall provide 
for at least thirty (30) days prior written notice to be 
given to the City in the event coverage is materially 
changed, canceled or non-renewed.  Certificates of 
insurance evidencing the required coverages shall be 
submitted to the City within fifteen (15) days of notice of 
contract award.  The City reserves the right to require 
the Contractor to furnish certified copies of the original 

policies of all insurance required hereunder at any time 
upon fifteen (15) days prior written notice.  The 
insurance requirements set forth herein are not 
intended and shall not be construed to modify, limit, or 
reduce the indemnifications made in this Contract by 
the Contractor to the City of to limit the Contractor’s 
liability under this Contract to the limits of the policies of 
insurance required to be maintained by the Contractor 
hereunder. 
(a)  WORKERS COMPENSATION AND EMPLOYERS 
LIABILITY 
 (1)  Workers’ Compensation – Statutory limits 
 (2)  Employers Liability - $100,000 Each Accident – 
Bodily Injury by Accident; $100,000 Each Employee – 
Bodily Injury by Disease; $500,000 Policy Limit – Bodily 
Injury by Disease 
 (3)  Other states insurance including Pennsylvania 
(b)  GENERAL LIABILITY INSURANCE 
 (1)  Limit of Liability:  $1,000,000 per occurrence 
combined single limit for bodily injury (including death) 
and property damage liability. 
 (2)  Coverage:  Premises operation:  Blanket 
Contractual liability; Personal Injury liability; Products 
and completed operations; Independent Contractors; 
Employees as additional insured; Cross liability; Broad 
form property damage (including loss of use) liability; 
Asbestos abatement liability coverage (Note:  Required 
for asbestos abatement projects only). 
(c)  AUTOMOBILE LIABILITY 
 (1)  Limit of Liability:  $1,000,000 per occurrence 
combined single limit for bodily injury (including death) 
and property damage liability. 
 (2)  Coverage:  owned, non-owned and hired 
vehicles.   
 
16. INDEMNIFICATION.  All bidders shall indemnify, 
defend and hold harmless the City, its officers, 
employees and agents from and against any and all 
losses, costs (including, but not limited to, litigation and 
settlement costs and counsel  fees), claims, suits, 
actions, damages, liabilities and expenses, occasioned 
wholly or in part by the bidder's act or omission or fault 
or negligence or the act or omission or fault or 
negligence of bidder’s agents, subcontractors (including 
suppliers), employees or servants in connection with 
the Contract, including, but not limited to, those acts or 
omissions or faults or negligence in connection with 
loss of life, bodily injury, personal injury, damage to 
property, contamination or adverse effects on the 
environment, the bidder’s default under the Contract, 
losses incurred by the City’s Master Performance 
Security Program, failure to pay subcontractors and 
suppliers and any infringement or violation of any 
proprietary right (including, but not limited  to, patent, 
copyright, trademark, service mark and trade secret).  
This obligation to indemnify, defend and hold harmless 
the City, its officers, employees and agents shall 
survive the termination of the Contract resulting from 
the Invitation and Bid. 
 
 
17.  FAILURE TO EXECUTE CONTRACT.  Any bidder 
not lawfully released from its bid, who refuses to 
execute a contract in accordance with its bid or who 
fails, refuses or is unable to furnish any required 
payment security, performance security or insurance, 
as may be required by the Invitation and Bid and/or 
these Terms and Conditions of Bidding and Contract, 
shall be liable for the entire amount of its bid security, 
as liquidated damages to the City; or if bid security is 
furnished under the Annual Master Bid Security

Program, for 10% of the amount of its bid, as liquidated 
damages to the City; or where the damages are readily 
ascertainable by the City, for the actual loss, cost or 
damage incurred by the City as a result of its failure to 
execute the contract or to furnish such bonds, 
performance security or insurance. 
 
18.  ASSIGNMENT.  The successful bidder shall not 
assign the Contract resulting from the Invitation and 
Bid, or any part of the Contract, or any right to any 
monies to be paid under the Contract, or delegate 
performance of the Contract, without obtaining the prior 
written consent of the Procurement Commissioner.  The 
decision whether to consent to an assignment is within 
the Procurement Commissioner’s sole discretion.  In no 
case shall the Procurement Commissioner’s consent to 
the assignment of any monies to be paid under the 
Contract relieve the bidder from faithful performance of 
any of its obligations under the Contract or change any 
of the terms and conditions of the Contract.  Any 
purported assignment in violation of this provision shall 
be of no effect. 
 
19.  DEFAULT.  All work performed and goods and 
services rendered by a successful bidder (referred to in 
this Section as “Contractor”) under any Contract 
resulting from the Invitation and Bid shall strictly 
conform to these Terms and Conditions of Bidding and 
Contract and the specifications and requirements 
contained in the Invitation and Bid.  The successful 
bidder shall comply with all applicable federal, state and 
local laws, statutes and ordinances and the regulations 
of all governmental departments, boards, agencies, and 
commissions.  The following shall constitute events of 
default under any Contract resulting from the Invitation 
and Bid: 
 
a.   Failure by Contractor to comply with any provision 
or Section of the Contract, including the bid 
specifications contained in the Invitation and Bid and 
these Terms and Conditions of Bidding and Contract 
and/or failure by Contractor to comply with any federal, 
state and local law, statute, ordinance or regulation of 
any governmental department, board, agency and 
commission. 
 
b.   Falseness of any representation or warranty made 
in the Contract or other document(s) submitted to the 
City by Contractor in connection with the Invitation and 
Bid. 
 
c. Failure by Contractor to pay its suppliers or 
subContractors, misappropriation of any funds provided 
under the Contract or failure to notify City upon 
discovery of any misappropriation. 
 
d.  A violation of law by Contractor which results in its 
making a guilty plea, a plea of nolo contendere, or 
conviction of a criminal offense by Contractor, its 
directors, employees, or agent or indictment or charges, 
in the sole judgment of the Procurement Commissioner, 
adversely affect the performance of the Contract. 
 
e.  Failure by Contractor to comply with the Mayoral 
Executive Order establishing the City’s 
antidiscrimination policy relating to the participation of 
minority, woman and disabled owned disadvantaged 
business enterprises. 
 
f.  The Procurement Department’s determination that 
the Contractor is not a responsible bidder on the 

Invitation and Bid, where such determination is made, 
and is based upon, information received after award of 
the Contract and/or after execution of the Contract by 
the Procurement Commissioner and/or after satisfaction 
of any or all other conditions of a binding Contract set 
forth in Section 2 above. 
 
g.  Any other act or omission identified in these Terms 
and Conditions of Bidding and Contract or elsewhere in 
the Invitation and Bid as an event or condition 
constituting default. 
 
Upon the occurrence of an event of default, the 
Procurement Commissioner, in his/her sole discretion, 
may require Contractor to cure the default within a 
period of time to be determined by the Procurement 
Commissioner, or terminate the Contract in whole or in 
part and exercise any one or more of the following 
remedies (which remedies may be concurrent and shall 
be in addition to and not in lieu of the remedies 
available to the City at law, in equity, under any bond(s) 
filed in connection with the contract or under other 
sections of these Terms and Conditions of Bidding and 
Contract and Contract): 
 
a.  Purchase goods and/or services from others in 
substitution of goods or services that were not furnished 
or performed by Contractor or that were defective or 
otherwise in violation of any provision of the Contract; 
the cost of such substituted goods and services shall be 
the sole responsibility of Contractor and Contractor 
agrees to pay immediately, upon receipt of the City’s 
invoice, the difference between the Contract price and 
the substituted product or service cost, plus any other 
loss, cost or damages incurred by the City. 
 
b.  Appropriate to the payment of the difference 
between the Contract price and the cost of such 
substitute goods or services, and the amount of any 
other loss, cost or damage incurred by the City as a 
result of the default, any monies which may then be due 
and payable to Contractor under this Contract or any 
other Contract that Contractor then has with the City. 
 
The City shall notify Contractor in writing of such 
termination, which shall be effective as of the date 
specified in the notice of termination (the “Termination 
Date”).  The Procurement Commissioner may, in 
his/her sole discretion, require Contractor to continue to 
furnish all goods and perform all services required 
under the Contract until the Termination Date, in which 
case, subject to the remedies enumerated above, the 
successful bidder shall be paid in accordance with the 
Contract therefore.  If the City requires Contractor to 
cure the event(s) of default, or to continue to furnish 
goods or services until the Termination Date, and 
Contractor refuses or fails to do so, then such failure 
shall itself be deemed an event of default under this 
Section, for which the City may exercise any of its rights 
hereunder. 
 
20. PAYMENT FOR EQUIPMENT. Unless otherwise 
provided in the bid specifications, when equipment 
involves installation, (which shall also be interpreted to 
mean erection and/or setting up or placing in position 
for service or use) and/or testing, and where such 
installation or testing is delayed though no fault of the 
contractor, contractor shall be entitled to a payment 
equal to 50%  of the price bid when such equipment is 
delivered on site and to a further payment equal to  an 
additional  25% of the price bid when the equipment is 
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installed and ready for test.  The balance shall be paid 
only after the equipment is tested and found to be 
satisfactory by the City. If the equipment must be 
tested, but installation is not required to be made by the 
supplier or if the equipment must be installed but 
testing is not required, and the installation or testing is 
delayed through no fault of the contractor, contractor 
shall be entitled to a payment equal to 75% of the price 
bid at the time of delivery and the balance shall be paid 
after satisfactory testing and/or installation, as required. 
 

TAX MATTERS 
 
21.  TAX EXEMPTION. The City of Philadelphia is 
exempt from the payment of any federal excise or 
transportation taxes and any Pennsylvania sales tax. 
The price bid must be net, exclusive of taxes. However, 
when under established trade practice any federal 
excise tax is included in list prices, bidder may quote 
the list price and shall show separately the amount of 
the federal tax, either as a flat sum or as a percentage 
of the list price, which shall be deducted by the City. In 
the event bidder pays any sales or use tax, bidder 
hereby assigns to City, or City’s agent, all of its rights, 
title and interest in any sales or use tax which may be 
refunded as a result of the purchase of any articles 
furnished in connection with the Contract and bidder, 
unless directed by the City, shall not file a claim for any 
sales or use tax refund subject to this assignment. 
Bidder authorizes the City, in City’s name or the name 
of bidder, to file a claim for refund of any sales or use 
tax subject to this assignment. 
 
22. TAX INDEBTEDNESS. The City of Philadelphia 
does not wish to do business with tax delinquents or 
other businesses indebted to the City. In furtherance of 
this policy, the following certifications have been 
developed and shall form a part of any Contract 
resulting from the Invitation and Bid. The successful 
bidder or other entity Contracting with the City is 
referred to below as the “Contractor”. 
 
a. Contractor’s Certification of Non-Indebtedness - -

Contractor hereby certifies and represents that 
Contractor and Contractor’s parent company(ies) and 
subsidiary(ies) are not currently indebted to the City of 
Philadelphia (the “City”) and will not at any time during 
the term of this Contract (including any extensions or 
renewals thereof) be indebted to the City, for or on 
account of any delinquent taxes (including, but not 
limited to, taxes collected by the City on behalf of the 
School District), liens, judgments, fees or other debts 
for which no written agreement or payment plan 
satisfactory to the City has been established. In addition 
to any other rights or remedies available to the City at 
law or in equity, Contractor acknowledges that any 
breach or failure to conform to this certification may, at 
the option of the City, result in the withholding of 
payments otherwise due to Contractor and, if such 
breach or failure is not resolved to the City’s satisfaction 
within a reasonable time frame specified by the City in 
writing, may result in the offset of any such 
indebtedness against said payments and/or the 
termination of this Contract for default (in which case 
Contractor shall be liable for all costs, losses and other 
damages resulting from the termination). 
 
b. Subcontractor’s Certification of Non-Indebtedness - -

Contractor shall require all subcontractors performing 
work in connection with this Contract (“subcontractor” 

shall also include suppliers providing goods or 
materials) to be bound by the following provision, and 
Contractor shall cooperate fully with the City in 
exercising the rights and remedies described below or 
otherwise available at law or in equity: 
 
“Subcontractor hereby certifies and represents that 
subcontractor and subcontractor’s parent company(ies) 
and subsidiary(ies) are not currently indebted to the 
City of Philadelphia (“City”). and will not at any time 
during the term of Contractor’s Contract with the City 
(the “Contract”), including any extensions or renewals 
thereof, be indebted to the City, for or on account of any 
delinquent taxes (including, but not limited to, taxes 
collected by the City on behalf of the School District of 
Philadelphia), liens, judgments, fees or other debts for 
which no written agreement or payment plan 
satisfactory to the City has been established. In addition 
to any other rights or remedies available at law or in 
equity, subcontractor acknowledges that any breach of 
or failure to conform to this certification may, at the 
option of the City, result in the withholding of payments 
otherwise due to subcontractor for services rendered in 
connection with the Contract and, if such breach or 
failure is not resolved to the City’s satisfaction within a 
reasonable time frame specified by the City in writing, 
may result in the offset of any such indebtedness 
against said payments otherwise due to subcontractor 
and/or the termination of subcontractor for default (in 
which case subcontractor shall be liable for all costs, 
losses and other damages resulting from the 
termination).” 

 
23. TAX REQUIREMENTS. Any person or entity who 
bids on and/or is awarded a contract by the City and/or 
School District of Philadelphia, is subject to 
Philadelphia’s business tax ordinances and regulations.  
The City Solicitor has determined that anyone who is 
awarded a contract by the City and/or School District 
pursuant to a bid has entered into a contract within the 
City, and the subsequent delivery of goods into the City 
or performance of services within the City constitutes 
doing business in the City and subjects the successful 
bidder, including but not limited to, one or more of the 
following taxes: 
 
a. Business Privilege Tax 
b. Net Profits Tax 
c. City Wage Tax 
 
The successful bidder, if not already paying the 
aforesaid taxes, is required to apply to the Department 
of Revenue, 1401 John F. Kennedy Blvd., Public 
Service Concourse, Municipal Services Building, 
Philadelphia, PA 19102 for a tax identification number 
and to file appropriate business tax returns as provided 
by law. Questions should be directed to the Business  
and Earnings Tax Unit at (215) 686-6600. 
 

GENERAL INFORMATION 
 
24. COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS.  All goods and 
services and all documents and other materials 
furnished under the Contract shall conform with all 
applicable federal, state and local laws, statutes and 
ordinances and the applicable rules, regulations, 
methods and procedures of all governmental boards, 
bureaus, offices, commissions and other agencies. 
Contractor shall maintain during the term of the 
Contract all licenses, and authorizations required by 
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any applicable federal, state or local law or regulation.  
Applicable law shall include, without limitation, the laws 
stated in paragraphs 25 through 29 herein. 
 
25. NONDISCRIMINATION. 
 
a. Any Contract awarded pursuant to the Invitation and 
Bid is entered into under the terms of the Philadelphia 
Home Rule Charter and in its performance, Contractor 
shall not discriminate nor permit discrimination against 
any person because of race, color, religion, national 
origin, or sex. Such discrimination shall constitute an 
event of default under this Contract entitling City to 
terminate this Contract forthwith. This right of 
termination shall be in addition to any other rights or 
remedies as provided herein in Section 19 or otherwise 
available to the City at law or in equity. 
 
b. In accordance with Chapter 17-400 of The 
Philadelphia Code, Contractor agrees that its payment 
or reimbursement of membership fees or other 
expenses associated with participation by its 
employees in an exclusionary private organization, 
insofar as such participation confers an employment 
advantage or constitutes or results in discrimination 
with regard to hiring, tenure of employment. 
promotions, terms, privileges or conditions of 
employment, on the basis of race, color, sex, sexual 
orientation, gender identity, religion, national origin or 
ancestry, shall constitute an event of default under this 
Contract and shall entitle the City to all rights and 
remedies as provided herein in Section 19 or otherwise 
available to the City at law or in equity. Contractor  
agrees to include the immediately preceding sentence, 
with appropriate adjustments for the identity of the 
parties, in all subcontracts which are entered into 
pursuant to this Contract. Contractor further agrees to 
cooperate with the Commission on Human Relations of 
the City of Philadelphia in any manner which the said 
Commission deems reasonable and necessary for the 
Commission to carry out its responsibilities under 
Chapter 17-400 of The Philadelphia Code. Failure to so 
cooperate shall constitute an event of default under this 
Contract entitling the City to all rights and remedies as 
provided herein in Section 19 or otherwise available to 
the City at law or in equity. 
 
26. ETHICS REQUIREMENTS. To preserve the 
integrity of City employees and maintain public 
confidence in the competitive bidding system, the City 
intends to vigorously enforce the various ethics laws as 
they relate to City employees in the bidding and 
execution of City contracts. Such laws are in three 
categories: 
 
a. Gifts. Executive Order No. 02-04 prohibits City 
employees from soliciting or accepting anything of 
value from any person or entity seeking to initiate or 
maintain a business relationship with the City of 
Philadelphia, its departments, boards, commissions, 
and agencies.   Bidder understands and agrees that if it 
offers anything of value to a City official or employee 
under circumstances where the receipt of such item 
would violate the provisions of this Executive Order 
shall be subject to sanctions with respect to future City 
Contracts. Such sanctions may range from 
disqualification from participation in a particular 
Contract to debarment, depending on the nature of the 
violation. All bidders, agents or intermediaries who are 
solicited for gifts or gratuities by City employees are 
urged to report these incidents to the Inspector 

General, Aramark Tower, Third Floor, 1101 Market 
Street, Philadelphia, PA 19107. 
 
b. City Employee Interest in City Contracts. In 
accordance with Section 10-1112 of The Philadelphia 
Home Rule Charter, no bid shall be accepted from, or 
Contract awarded to, any City employee or official, or 
any firm in which a City employee or official has a direct 
or indirect financial interest. All bidders are required to 
disclose any current City employees or officials who are 
employees or officials of the bidder’s firm, or who 
otherwise would have a financial interest in the 
Contract. 
 
c. Conflict of Interest. Both the State Ethics Act and the 
City Ethics Code prohibit a public employee from using 
his/her public office or any confidential information 
gained thereby to obtain financial gain for 
himself/herself a member of his/her immediate family, 
or a business with which he/she or a member of his/her 
immediate family is associated. “Use of public office” is 
avoided by the employee or official publicly disclosing 
the conflict and disqualifying himself/herself from official 
action in the matter, as provided in The Philadelphia 
Code Section 20-608. 

 
27. NORTHERN IRELAND. Section 17-104(2)(b) of 
The Philadelphia Code prohibits the City from accepting 
bids from companies that do business in Northern 
Ireland, unless that business has implemented the fair 
employment principles embodied in the MacBride 
Principles. In furtherance of this ordinance, bidder 
makes the following certification and representations: 
 
a. In accordance with Section 17-104 of the 
Philadelphia Code, bidder by execution of its bid 
certifies and represents that (i) bidder (including any 
parent company, subsidiary, exclusive distributor, or 
company affiliated with Bidder) does not have, and will 
not have at any time during the term of any Contract 
resulting from this bid (including any extensions 
thereof), any investments, licenses, franchises, 
management agreements or operations in Northern 
Ireland, and (ii) no product to be provided to the City 
under any resulting Contract will originate in Northern 
Ireland. unless Bidder has implemented the fair 
employment principles embodied in the MacBride 
Principles. 

 
b. In the performance of any Contract resulting from this 
bid, Bidder agrees that it will not utilize any suppliers or 
subcontractors at any tier (i) who have (or whose parent 
subsidiary, exclusive distributor of company affiliate 
have) any investments, licenses, franchises, 
management agreements or operations in Northern 
Ireland or (ii) who will provide products originating in 
Northern Ireland unless said supplier or subcontractor 
has implemented the fair employment principles 
embodied in the MacBride Principles. Bidder further 
agrees to include provisions with this subparagraph (b), 
with appropriate adjustments for the identity of the 
parties, in all subcontracts and supply agreements 
which are entered into in connection with the 
performance of any resulting Contract. 
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c. Bidder agrees to cooperate with the City’s Director 
of Finance in any manner which the said Director 
deems reasonable and necessary to carry out the 
Director’s responsibilities under Section 17-104 of The 
Philadelphia Code. Bidder expressly understands and 
agrees that any false certification or representation in 
connection with this subparagraph (c) and/or any failure 
to comply with the provisions of this subparagraph (c) 
shall constitute a substantial breach of any Contract 
resulting from the Invitation and Bid entitling the City to 
all rights and remedies provided in this bid or otherwise 
available in law (including, but not limited to, Section 
17-104 of the Philadelphia Code) or at equity. In 
addition, it is understood that false certification or 
representation is subject to prosecution under IS 
Pa.C.S. Section 4904. 
 
28.  BUSINESS, CORPORATE AND SLAVERY ERA 
INSURANCE DISCLOSURE. In accordance with 
Section 17-104 of The Philadelphia Code, the 
successful bidder, after award of the Contract, will 
complete an affidavit certifying and representing that 
the bidder (including any parent company, subsidiary, 
exclusive distributor or company affiliated with bidder) 
has searched any and all records of the bidder or any 
predecessor business entity regarding records of 
investments or profits from slavery or slaveholder 
insurance policies during the slavery era.  The names 
of any slaves or slaveholders described in those 
records must be disclosed in the affidavit. 
 
The bidder expressly understands and agrees that any 
false certification or representation in connection with 
this Paragraph and/or any failure to comply with the 
provisions of this Paragraph shall constitute a 
substantial breach of this Contract entitling the City to 
all rights and remedies provided in this Contract or 
otherwise available in law (including, but not limited to, 
Section 17-104 of The Philadelphia Code) or equity and 
the Contract will be deemed voidable.  In addition, it is 
understood that false certification or representation is 
subject to prosecution under Title 18 Pa.C.S.A. Section 
4904. 
 
29. PHILADELPHIA 21st CENTURY MINIMUM WAGE 
STANDARD. If Contractor is an Employer, as defined 
in Philadelphia Code Section 17-1302(5) and 17-1303, 
Contractor shall comply with the minimum 
compensation standards by providing to those 
employees an hourly wage, excluding benefits, at least 
150 percent of the federal minimum wage, and health 
benefits to each full-time, non-temporary, non-seasonal 
covered Employee, as more fully set forth at 
Philadelphia Code Chapter 17-1300.  By submission of 
its Bid, Contractor so acknowledges and certifies its 
compliance with Chapter 17-1300 and shall promptly 
provide to the City, at its request, all documents and 
information further verifying its compliance with the 
requirements of this Chapter.  Furthermore, Contractor 
shall notify each affected employee what wages are 
required to be paid. 
 
The Office of Labor Standards may grant a partial or 
total waiver of Chapter 17-1300 based on specific 
stipulated reasons elaborated in Section 17-1304. 
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SIGNING OF BIDS
